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Oregon seemed inhabited by folks who often
were of a stubbornly independent and even
renegade character, never quite convinced of the
perceived wisdoms and blessings of the wider
world... all remaining in or coming to Oregon to
seek or pursue some insistent, uncontrollable

and potentially soul-wrecking passion.

Oregon Trail pioneer Henderson Luelling
brings his wife, eight children and several
dozen varieties of fruit plantings from lowa
to the Oregon Territory, including Oregon'’s
first recorded grape plantings.

Peter Britt, a Swiss immigrant who has
come to be known as the “father of the
Southern Oregon fruit industry,” establishes
the Northwest'’s first winery, Valley View,

in Jacksonwville.
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
